Web based curriculum – Hotlists, Knowledge Hunts, WebQuests and Slam Dunk Digital Lessons.
The internet provides us with a wealth of information for students to engage with.  The trick lies in making effective use of the material and linking it to our learning and teaching goals.  A range of formats promoted by Tom March and Jamie McKenzie assist us in achieving this. This session will provide participants with an overview of these formats, examples developed and used along with time to explore the web to find resources appropriate for the participants classes.
Establishing learning communities – Forums and wikipedia
Online discussion groups and web based encyclopaedia’s provide a range of opportunities for students to collaboratively work in expanding and sharing their knowledge and understandings. This session will provide participants with the opportunity to experience both of these learning and teaching strategies and to consider how they can be replicated in their classroo.
Thinking Tools for organization – Concept Mapping (Inspiration software) and Mind Maps (MindManager)

Making connections between topics, reviewing content, planning essays can all be enhanced through the use of the appropriate thinking tool. The software of Inspiration and MindManager are useful tools for this. This session will provide the participants with basic skills on how to use this software.
Scaffolding the learning process – Interactive web based formats
Analysis of images and documents can be enhanced through the use of formats that allow students to engage online and refine their work later.

Lisa Hayman teaches History of Revolutions and Twentieth Century History at Bendigo Senior Secondary College and uses a range of eLearning tools in her classroom.  With extensive knowledge and experience of web based curriculum Lisa is now working on developing a range of interactive formats to scaffold the learning process for her students.
