This session will focus on strategies teachers can employ to nurture potent questioning skills and behaviors in their students from the earliest years all the way up to university and post graduate years. 
Learn about McKenzie's new Question Press designed to squeeze import from content.

Drawing upon a lifetime of studying the questioning process and the challenge of sharing its magic with young people from 4 to 70, Jamie McKenzie offers a model of learning that is rigorous yet magical, respecting the need for purposeful wandering and intuitive reckoning to offset the radical limitations of pure reason and analysis.

McKenzie will focus directly on literacies, questioning and pedagogy in this session.  He will explore ways to show students how to work through the dilemmas, conundrums, paradoxes and challenges of life with skill, perseverance and integrity, to wrestle with what Michael Leunig calls "the difficult truth."

As a practical matter, students need to be able to read between the lines, infer meaning, draw conclusions from disparate clues  and avoid the traps of

presumptive intelligence, bias and predisposition.
McKenzie has a way of translating this challenge in school terms.  The lessons must pass what he calls "the test of Monday morning."  "Teachers should walk away from this workshop with concrete, practical activities they might conduct in their classrooms without  fear of falling or failing."

McKenzie blends blue sky thinking with concrete, well grounded, practical spade-and-brickwork.
